Sorry for the delay in response to your e-mail to John
Morgante dated November 01, 2007 (it was bounced
around before it reached me). In your e-mail to John
you inquired on the progress of the Waterdown
east/west fraffic route.

The project team is currently finalizing Phase 2 of the
Waterdown/Aldershot Transportation Master Plan
(TMP). The Draft Phase 2 report has received approval
from the project pariners: the Cities of Hamilton and
Burlington and the Region of Halton. The project
partners are now preparing to commence Phase 3 of
the Class EA process, which includes detailed
Environmental Assessment studies on the preliminary
technically preferred corridors.

The Phase 2 report outlined a preliminary preferred
east/west corridor. The preliminary technically
preferred east/west corridor was based on the

results of the Waterdown/Aldershot Transportation
Master Plan that was prepared following Phases 1 and
2 of the MEA Class Environmental Assessment (EA)
process. Further environmental analysis and
evaluation will be completed through Phases 3 and 4
of the Class EA process to confirm the

final alignment of the preferred corridor.




To conclude the Phase 2 public input a final series of
Public Information Centres will be held in March to
present the final Phase 2 Report and to outline the
project feam's next steps.

The Transportation Master Plan (TMP) recommends
the widening of Dundas Sireef to 6 lanes from the
intersection of the new East-West link roadway to Brant
Sireet. We do note that the Ministry of Transportation
(MTO) is undertaking a Class

Environmental Assessment (EA) on Highway 5 West

Also, please provide me with the justification as to why
the residents on the eastern portion of Parkside need
to bear the burden of two busy roads (Parkside and
the Bypass ), especially when there is record of an
existing social concern regarding truck traffic from the
facility formerly known as "Barnes”. It appears that you
continually address this concern from a

legal perspective rather than a social environmental
concern.

Although these concerns have been brought to your
team's attention early in the process, it appears that
they have been ignored. In fact the social
environmental concerns have now increased greatly.
In addition to the "Barnes” fruck traffic not being
resolved, we have to deal with a substantial increase
in traffic, including more trucks, as this east-west route
may be used as a truck "bypass”. This again was
downplayed throughout the study. We had brought
this possibility to the city's attention, the potential for
the substantial increase in truck fraffic due to the
quarry expansion, which the city had initially denied
up to and including the public works meeting on Feb
20, 2006. This was critical information that should have

We have organized it by issue and for ease of
reference, we have included excerpts of your e-mail in
italics, with the project team response following.

1) Can you please advise me if the proposed East
West route for the Waterdown/Aldershot
Transportation study is being built on a 4 lane
platform?

Project Team Response: The East-West link has been
identified as a two lane roadway West of the
connection to Parkside and a four lane roadway on




the Parkside Drive section as illustrated in Figure 9.1 of
the Final Report. Currently, it is not envisioned fo build
this roadway on a 4-lane platform West of the Parkside
Drive connection. The section along Parkside Drive is a
four lane section — one lane per direction representing
the current demand and the other lane in each
direction is required to address OPA 28 demand. The
right of way for this roadway will be consistent with City
standards for arterial roads. Any new future road
widening not identified in this study would be subject
to the appropriate environmental assessment.

2) As you are aware, Parkside Dris an existing 2 lane
road which is handling both town and through fraffic.
The consultants are saying that we need to expand an
additional 2 lanes on the eastern portion of Parkside fo
handle the anticipated increase in traffic from the
population explosion as well as the increased amount
of through traffic which will result from the "bypass". If
the two lane east-west road, which is being linked to
the eastern portion of Parkside, is being built on a 4
lane platform in anticipation of even greater traffic in
the future, how will the proposed 4 lane road on
Parkside handle the increased traffic demands?
Would you then consider expanding the eastern
portion of Parkside fo a é lane road?

Project Team Response: The study was required to
address demands until 2021, and it has addressed
that. The current projected demand for the east-west
route is the equivalent of one additional lane of traffic
in each direction. The need for any additional lanes of
traffic along Parkside Road (i.e. 4 to 6 lanes) is beyond




fe blonnmg period of this study o'd Wuld be subject
to new environmental assessments.

3) Also, please provide me with the justification as

to why the residents on the eastern portion of Parkside
need to bear the burden of two busy roads

( Parkside and the Bypass ), especially when there is
record of an existing social concern regarding truck
traffic from the facility formerly known as "Barnes™. It
appears that you continually address this concern
from a legal perspective rather than a social
environmental concern.

Although these concerns have been brought fo your
team's attention early in the process, it appears that
they have been ignored. In fact the social
environmental concerns have now increased greatly.
In addition to the "Barnes" fruck traffic not being
resolved, we have to'deal with a substantial increase
in traffic, including more frucks, as this east-west route
may be used as a fruck "bypass". This again was
downplayed throughout the study. We had brought
this possibility to the city's atfention, the potential for
the substantial increase in truck fraffic due fo the
quarry expansion, which fhe city had initially denied
up to and including the public works meeting on Feb
20, 2006. This was critical information that should have
been disclosed during the study.

Project Team Response: The Phase 2 study evaluated
all options in accordance with the Municipal Class
Environmental Assessment process — which included
public consultation in the development of the




evaluation criteria. This approach included balancing -
a number of criteria, and weighting them to arrive at
an ultimate conclusion. Social impacts were
considered in this process along with natural
environment impacts, economic impacts, costs and
technical considerations. The Phase 2 Report outlines
how it was concluded that the East-West hybrid
corridor is the preferred corridor for the needed
capacity.

Numerous meetings and correspondence have taken
place with the Parkside residents’ representatives
including meetings with the Ministry of the
Environment to discuss and consider these concerns.

As you may know, we are proposing early in Phase 3
to evaluate "Option 5" in more detail. The approach to
evaluating this option includes:

- discussing and proposing an alignment with residents
and businesses in the area for consideration;

- collecting data and costing the land
acquisition/business displacement costs of the
alternative;

- assessment of community and business impact;

- determination of feasibility; and

- if feasible, evaluating the alternative against the
current recommendation.

White not
obviously encouraged, the development of ufility
corridors and roads are permitted uses within the
Greenbelt. While we have attempted to minimize
impacts to the natural environment as much as
possible in the routing of the road alternatives, it has
not been possible to avoid all features. During the
Class EA Phase 3 and 4 work, we will better define the
roadway dlignment and identify mitigation measures
to avoid/minimize effects to natural features.

We
asked you to evaluate our Option 5 route along the
studiies original Northern Route option up to the area
east of Robson where the road could be routed south
and aligned with the north south portion of Option 4.1
do not understand how your team is coming up with
these additional impacts that "tip the preference to
Option 4."

In other words, the project team allows for additional
impacts to be considered when it strengthens Option
4({despite the fact that these impacts should already
be accounted for) and dismisses the impacts that we
have brought to their attention, which strengthen the
argument for Option 5. Also, the original evaluation
criteria and the results from the justification table are
used to justify why Option 4 is preferred, but when
these results are guestioned and favour Option 5 they
are only used to "assist”" in the decision making
process.

Needless to say, | am not surprised by your answer
regarding future expansion of the East West route.

We have examined the photos sent by Neil Ashmore
of Waterdown, Ontario. Based on the fur colouration,
relative size, habitat preference (i.e. mature hardwood
forests) and range, we have determined that Mr.
Ashmore has documented a southern flying squirrel

(Glaucomys volans). In April 2006, southern flying
squirrels were reassigned by the Committee on the
Status of Endangered Wildlife in Canada (COSEWIC)
and are no longer a federal species at risk under the
Species at Risk Act; however,

they are listed as Special Concern by the Committee
on the Status of Species at Risk in Ontario (COSSARO)
under the provincial Endangered Species Act. The
southern flying squirrel is also a

Common - Species of Interest in Halton Region and is
not well documented in the Hamilton-Wentworth
Region.

Recentscientific literature on the southern flying
squirrel suggests that this species had experienced a
significant northern geographic range expansion
between 1994 and 2004 (Bowman et al., 2005}. This
geographic range expansion was likely initiated by a
warmer climate in Ontario during this expansion
period. Colder wintfers and deficiencies in tree mast
production since 1994 have resulted in arange
confraction for southern flying squirrels; however, the
Waterdown Aldershot Transportation Master Plan study
area remains within the accepted geographic range
for this species.

The habitat suitability for southern flying squirrels is
dependant on a few factors, including climate, free
species composition, availability of nest cavities, food
resources and species competition. These squirrels
primarily nest in the cavities of live, declining mature
deciduous tree stands and prefer habitat with snags
and multilayer canopies. A recent Ontario study found
that southern flying squirrels nested in the cavities of
five tree species; sugar mdple, American beech,




yellow birch, red maple and trembling aspen
(Holloway and Malcolm, 20071). Further, large cavity
trees appear to be important for reproductive
females and as winter den sites (Holloway and
Malcolm, 20071). Food availability strongly influences
flying squirrel densities and movement patterns: flying
squirrel activity is associated with areas of high mast
tree densities, abundant understory shrubs and high
hypogeous fungi biomass {Holloway and Malcolm,
20072; Taulman and Smith, 2004)

Southern flying squirrel's home range averaged 5.1 ha
in Central Ontario (Holloway and Malcolm, 20072);
however, home ranges may be larger in fragmented
forested landscapes, depending on resource
availability. The core habitat areas for southern flying
squirrels appear to be cenired on nest sites. The
WATMP study area meets the habitat requirements for
the southern flying squirrel, therefore, it is probable that
larger forested tracks in the study area and woodlots
contiguous to large forests contain

habitat for this species.

Impact and Mitigation

Flying squirrels use trees and snags for food, travel and
nesting; therefore, they can be impacted by
largescale free removal. Removal of large forested
areas with significant (>25 cm DBH) and declining
deciduous trees in the study area, especially those
with suitable nesting cavities, could have an impact
on southern flying squirrel populations. Avoidance of
the extensive removal of this type of forest habitaf will
eliminate this potential impact.

In the event that the loss of potential southern flying




squirrel habitat is unavoidable, as in the tree removal
in the Cenftre Street Woodlot Candidate PSW along
the East-West Corridor, mitigation strategies could be
employed to offset this impact. Mitigation could
include: _

1. Minimizing the removal of large declining target tree
species and large snags fo reduce the loss of cavity
nesting sites;

2. Use of squirrel nest boxes to mitigate the loss of
cavity nesting sites;

3. Planting of target free species as potential future
nest site locations to mitigate the loss of cavity nesting
sites;

4. Planting of target mast tree species to mitigate the
loss of food resources; and

5. Planting soft-mast food producing shrubs (i.e.
raspberries and pin cherries) to mitigate the loss of
food resources.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Southern flying squirrels require large tfracks of
deciduous or mixed forest habitat for their life
processes (nhesting, foraging, over-wintering, etc.). The
WATMP study area contains forest habitat suitable for
the southern flying squirrel. Flying squirrel usage of the
study area depends on the size and quality of the
forest environment. For example, primary habitat for
southern flying squirrels would have large contiguous
areas of suitable nesting trees and mast producing
frees.

Primary habitat for this mammalian species in the
WATMP study area can be found in Sassafras-
Waterdown Woods Environmentally Sensitive Area
(ESA) and the Former National Sewer Pipe Lands

and King Road Corridor. The Sassafras-Waterdown
Woods ESA is a provincial Life Science Area of Natural
and Scientific Interest (ANSI) and is comprised of two
former regional ANSIs; the Sassafras Woods ANSI and
the Waterdown

Escarpoment Woods ANSI. Primary habitat for southern
flying squirrels also exists in the East-West Corridor;
specifically, in the Lake Medad Swamp Provincially
Significant Wetland (PSW) and the Parkside Drive PSW
Complex, which includes the Centre Street Woodlot
Candidate PSW.

The preferred WATMP route avoids removal of
significant forest in potential primary habitat of the
southern flying squirrel in the Sassafras-Waterdown
Woods ESA and other woodlands in the Waterdown
Road Corridor. Similarly, avoidance is the preferred
strategy for eliminating impacts fo other forest habitat
in the study area; however, forest habitat in the East-
West Corridor will be removed in the Centre Street
Woodlot Candidate PSW. The loss of this forest habitat
could be mitigated using some of the mitigation
